“From the Pastor’s Desk” 
 

Dear St. Anthony Parish Family: 
 

This weekend, we celebrate the graduation of our Seniors from St. Anthony High School, and we 
celebrated the 8th graders promotion from St. Anthony School this past Thursday.  As we congratulate 
them and wish them well in their next chapter of education, we also thank those who make our schools 
the blessing they are.  This includes our administrators, teachers, staff, volunteers and benefactors.  
Thanks for all that you do to help form our young people so well.  Enjoy the summer! 
 

Please mark your calendar for our celebration of the Feast of St. Anthony, Thursday, June 13.  We will 
commemorate the day with a Mass in the evening at 6:30 p.m. (there will be no 8:30 a.m. that day) and 
offer a cookout and dessert afterwards.  We will use this as the time for the parish to say goodbye to 
Fr. Michael and thank him for his service among us these last three years, as his last weekend with us 
will be June 22 and 23.

Last weekend we addressed the question: Why Should I give to the Educational Trust Campaign?  
Each week we have been giving updates on our progress.  We are now up to just under 50% pledged!  
Last week we spoke about the good of growing a trust, which will continue to grow even as it can give 
over $400,000 each year to help keep tuition costs low.  But why should you give?   Maybe you don’t 
have kids in St. Anthony Schools yet, or maybe not any more.  If you did, your tuition never covered 
the cost of educating your child.  Those who went before you sacrificed and gave so that you would 
not have to pay the full amount.   Catholic schools depend upon shared sacrifice:  parents certainly 
paying a sacrificial portion, but also those who have already benefitted, sharing the fruits of what St. 
Anthony did for them.   This educational trust is designed so that the shared sacrifice never becomes 
too burdensome for any single part of the parish.
