Dear St. Anthony Parish Family: 
 

Our Gospel for this Sunday speaks about the wonder we 
have in the power of Christ.  ñA violent squall came up 
and waves were breaking over the boat, so that it was 
already filling up. Jesus was in the stern, asleep on a 
cushion. He woke up, rebuked the wind, and said to the 
sea, ñQuiet!  Be still!ò The wind ceased and there was 
great calm. Then he asked them, ñWhy are you terrified? 
Do you not yet have faith?ò They were filled with great 
awe and said to one another, ñWho then is this whom 
even wind and sea obey?ò   The telling of this Gospel 
gives me great peace on two fronts:  not only does Jesus 
have power over all things, including the storms of our 
lives, but he equally desires us to have peace in the midst 
of everything.  He says to me as he says to them, ñWhy 
are you terrified?ò and in doing so, desires that I place 
everything in his power.  Perhaps there is something this 
week which is bigger than you are, but which you can 
place in Jesusô poweréand then give him the most power, 
by not being terrified.  I know people who make visits to 
Church during the day and envision actually placing a 
burden or worry in front of the tabernacle.   Our Lord asks 

for such trust and openness. 
 

Please remember to plan on being a part of the National 
Eucharistic Congress Procession from the West Coast as it 
comes through here July 11-12.  Between the events at 
Sacred Heart Church and St. Francis in Teutopolis events, St. 
Anthony will host a procession and Mass between St. 
Anthony Hospital and St. Anthony Church.   I hope you will 
plan on being a part of this unique historical event, and give 
witness to our faith in the power of the Eucharist by joining 
us outside the main (East/Maple Street) entrance of St. 
Anthony Hospital at 8:30 a.m. on Friday, July 12 and then 
the procession to St. Anthony Church for Mass at 9:30 a.m.  
(There will be no 8:30 a.m. Mass that day).  There will be 
bus transportation from St. Anthony Church to St. Anthony 
Hospital to begin the morning, and transportation back after 
Mass.  This way, you can choose to have your car at either 
place and not have to walk the route twice!  This is truly a 
once in a lifetime opportunity to participate in a nationwide 
Eucharistic procession, which we are blessed to host, so 
please plan to turn out that morning!
