Dear St. Anthony Parish Family: 
 

Like most of you, I was surprised to learn Monday morning of the passing of Pope Francis.  While he had been 
very sick for much of the late winter and spring, I had seen of his appearance at St. Peterôs Square for the Easter 
blessing on the news Easter night.  We commend him to Godôs mercy, and I urge you to use this and other 
prayers for him.

We will be using these prayers for the conclusion of the Intercessions at Mass through the election of a new 
Pontiff.   I hope that you will watch the coverage of the upcoming Papal Conclave.  It is a fascinating tradition 
worthy of our interest.  At the same time, I encourage you not to put too much stock in the commentary which 
spews forth in the media which is speculation and often very polarizing.  In just these days I have heard on 
various media outlets blatantly false statements about the Church which attempt to ascribe to her the worldly and 
political motives in which they move.  Do not let these distract you.  Pray for the Pope of our Heavenly Fatherôs 
choosing for us.  Pray for the successor of Peter who will teach, lead, defend and encourage us to follow Christ 
more faithfully.  Pray also the Holy Spirit will use this time of attention in our world to show the love of Christ 
in the Church for us His people!
