“From the Pastor’s Desk”
Dear St. Anthony Parish Family:

I wanted to give you an update on the St. Anthony Cemetery expansion project. As we first explained on
Memorial Day weekend, the currently developed portions of the cemetery, both occupied, and purchased, but not
yet occupied plots, will reach capacity within the next few years. We are developing an expansion project to
level ground and provide a new access road directly to the North of the currently developed sections. This
addition will provide upwards of 1,500 plots, which amounts to over 38 years of burials. Looking farther into the
future, an additional 2000 plots would be made available in currently owned St. Anthony Cemetery property.
This construction expense, estimated at $100,000 is considered an extraordinary one in comparison to the funds
collected for the cemetery’s perpetual care and maintenance.

We have asked for your prayerful consideration of this need as a shared expense between St. Anthony and
Sacred Heart Parishes. I am happy to update that as of the gifts sent in to date through the collection of the past
weekend, June 6-7, the St. Anthony portion has already reached $45,153 or 45.2 % of the total goal. I am grateful
for those of you who have made a contribution and ask that all consider a gift to help us reach this goal. You may
use the envelopes placed in the pew hymn racks or the QR code on the sign boards to make a contribution.

Next week is Father’s Day, we will offer a blessing for all dads at the Masses. I hope you are enjoying your
summer. Have a blessed week.
